The inside of C-29-R looks like a spacious Shanghai tea house. The beautiful
Chinese wood furniture adds a touch of tradition but is an interesting contrast to the
Western drinks offered on the menu. Slides of scenery and people from mainland

China, taken by Chou himself, are projected on the wall.

Growth of the commercial campground industry in America closely parallels that of
the recreational vehicle industry. As the campground industry rapidly matured, it

went through at least three distinct stages of camping developments.

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The first stage of private campgrounds, which actually started before World
War I, was characterized by small developments of fewer than fifty campsites,
built
with an average investment of less than $20,000. As more and more people went
camping and recreational vehicles became increasingly common, new, well-equipped
campgrounds began springing up.

The second stage of commercial campgrounds began about 1964. This was the
time when big business entered the camping field. The continued expansion of the
recreational vehicle industry had begun to attract the attention of large investors,
landowning corporations, motel chains, and oil companies.

While most early campgrounds had been developed as a source of extra income
on land already owned by the developer, new investors were now looking for land to
buy in the right locations for attracting campers. At the same time, franchising
entered the scene and provided chains of campgrounds all across the country.

Campgrounds of the second stage were bigger and contained nearly 100 campsites.
They were more expensive to develop, and they offered a larger array of services and
facilities, such as stores, recreation halls, laundromats, and supervised recreation
programs. Full utility connections for recreation vehicles became common.

The late 1960s and early 1970s saw the introduction of commercial camping's third
stage, the "resort campground.” Because of large development expense, most

resort campgrounds were found in Florida and similar areas where a year-long

camping season
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is assured. However, there are a few in such northern statés as Maine and Michigan.
These "campgrounds" provide the ultimate in services: marinas, gas‘ stations,
restaurants, movies, water sports, golf and tennis, sports instruction, craft®and
souvenir shops, baby tending, and even discotheque bars.  Built on exceptionally
attractive water bodies, these campsites have fees that vary from as much as $16-for a
waterfront site to a low $5 or $6 well back from the water.

One of the most recent innovations in the third stage of campgrounds is the
condominium campground where a camper can buy a campsite and pay an annual'
maintenance fee for campground upkeep. The condominium offers some of the
comfort and convenience of a second home, without the high initial investment and

taxes that characterize most resort communities.

Eight feet long and six feet high, weighing more than 3,000 pounds and
costing about $5,000 a month to rent, a machine called the S 3/30 will open mail at
a rate of 500 envelopes a minute. "It is our belief," says Martin T. Abrams, chairman
of AES Technology Systems, Inc.,Elk Grove Village,
Illinois the 3/30 makers. "That we're filling a great need.”

Companies with large volumes of mail such as banks, credit-card companies,
and utility comanies need to open letters quickly and efficiently. Robert B.
Jankowski, a manager for American Express Company, is interested ~ in the
machine. In New York alone, American Express opens 150,000 letters in a 6 1/2-
hour day with 30 slicing machines, each attended by a $5-an-hour employee. The
AES 3/30 could handle the openings with just one worker. The super letter opener

will probably produce large cost savings for its users.
