5. A sundial is simple to make. .Nevertheless, there are few of them
in actual use. There are several good reésons why this is so.
The most obvious reason is that sundia}s require direct sunlight
in order to work. Of course, they are completely useless at night.
In most countries of the world, for at ieast one season of the
year, the sun hardly shiﬁes at all, and even in the warmest
counfries, clouds hide the sun frequently. During these times,
then, the sundial canﬁot be used. Still,’ one might suppose that
the sun shines frequently enough to justify its use., But if one
éonstructs a éﬁndial and checks it against a clock in a week or
two, one finds that it is no longer accurate. ‘As the earth orbits
around the sun during the year, the appérent position of the sun
seems to change., Half vof the year it moves south in the sky; the
other half, north.4 When the sun changes rits position in the sky,
the sundial has to be rotated slightly. Perhaps one is willing to
make theée adjustments, but there is still another condition that
one cannot cope with : the earth, as it revolves around the sun,
wobbles slightly on its axis, again making the shadow cast by the
sundial inaccurate after a period of time. In general, clock time
is calculated according to the "mean sun," while the sunﬁial reports
the "Standard sun,” accéptable scientific terms which can be found -
in any reference work. Only a very intricately designed sundial
would remain accurate for any length of time, and even then it would

have only limited use.
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A New York psychologist has spent the past three years studying
the common cold. He beliéves that many people think themselves
into a cold. He studied for three years 10 of his patients who
regularly contacted two or more colds a year. He discovered that
there were almost 25 éolds altogether during the period. Except
in one instance, the patients suffered bouts of depression
immediately before developing the cold. Therefore, he believes
that there is at least a causal relationship between colds and/
depression. For in only one case did a cold develop without some

feeling of depression.

He also found that weeping presents the same symptoms as a
cold. This suggests even further that a cold was nothing more
than "a symbolically expressed cry'. This is supported by the
findings of many other scientists, Among other things, they point
out that attempts to detect bacterial infection in colds have
failed. A British research team believes that "the severity of
the nasal inflammation is linked/to the patient's emotionai state".
The New York psychologist concludes that a cold is nothing more

than the result of "mental changes'.
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7. A British dentist suggests his colleagues recognize a simple
fact : modern man has too many teeth. He proposes a scheme by
which the number of teeth would be reduced from 32 to 20 or 24
'by a seriés of extractiohs during childhood. This, he says,

This dentist, who practises in a north-west London suburb,
puts forward this view in a carefully-;worded articlé in the British
Dental Journal.

This creates problems which make sure that there is
always plenty of work for dentists. He believes that a biologist
could conclude that modern man is equipped with teeth thth were
meant to cope with the tough, fibrous diet of his ancient ancestors.
But today's softéf diet means he does not use his teeth enough. So
man should either revert to eating nuts and chewing bones, or make

his teeth work harder in some other way.
