Security stepped up as US sailors land in HK

HONG KONG POLICE stepped up
security yesterday as 8,000 US sailors
thronged the city on their first full day of
R&R amid fears of another terroris
iattack im Southeast Asia,

The sailors, who arrived on Friday,
dizsembarked from the USS Constellation
aircraft carrier and its sister ships and
many made a beeline for the girlie bars
of Wanchai, following a path worn by
generations of servicemen in search of
the world of Suzie Wong.

The Oriental Daily News said local
police had received intelligence from the
FBI that terrorists might use the city and
nearby Macav as a springboard for
another attack in Southeast Asia
following last month's bomb blasts in
Bali.

The US consulate here was unavailable
to comment. “We will strengthen patrols

by uniformed police of the areas they
visit,” a deputy commissioner of police,
Dick Lee, said. "We have already
strengthened the patrol in the bar districts
in Wanchai and Central.” ?

Concerns over terrorism in Hong
Kong mounted when three men with
alleged links to the al Qaeda network of
Oszama bin Laden were arrested by FBI
agents in Seplember as they iried 1o
exchange a huge cache of drugs for anti-
aircraft missiles. The United States is
seeking their extradition.

Yesterday, newspapers said the US
warships had upgraded security before
leaving San Diego and that the navy had
advised the crew 1o stay away from
places frequented by Middle Easterners
to avoid being targets of attacks.

But Lee stressed: “So far there is no
indication that Hong Kong will be used
as 4 base for terrorist activities,™

CHINA ANNOUNCED the reshuffle
of leaders of several provinces yesterday
as it puts the finishing touches on a
senior leadership transition in the ruling
Commumnist Party.

Zhang Gaoli, governor of the easiem
province of Shandong, took over as
provincial party boss from WuGuanzheng,
the official Xinhua news agency reported.

Wu was named to the elite Politburo
Standing Committee - China’s top
decision - making body at the 16th Party
Congress that ended just over a week
ago,

Zhang Dejiang replaced the
Communist Party chief of the southem
province of Guangdong Li Changchun,
who was also elevated to the nine-man
Standing Committee, Xinhua said.

The provincial-level shake-up was
part of a larger generation ransition that
climaxed at the party congress when
older leaders, including President Jiang
Zemin, parliament chief Li Peng and
Premier Zho Rongji, gave up their

108

senior party posts for younger leaders.

The sweeping leadership change was
the first succession in Communist China
untainted by purges, plots or bloodshed.

Earlierthisweek, Zhang Dejiang, who
was named at the congress to the 24-
member Politburo, stepped down from his
post as party boss of the wealthy coastal
province of Zhejiang. He was replaced by
Xi linping, among the up-and-comers
tipped to join the party’s inner core in 10
years time.

Bai Keming, a former editor of the
Communist Party mouthpiece the People’s
Daily and another rising star, was shifted
from his posts as head of the party
committes of the island province of Hainan
to the northern province of Hebei, which
almost totally surrounds the capital
Beijing, Xinhuoa said.
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
