Jack does not love Jane; he won't marry him,
1.3 A Complex Sentence

A complex sentence |5 composed of an Independent clause joined
together with the dependent clause that does not express a complete
thought and stand alone.

There are three kinds of dependent clauses: an adjective clause, an adverb
clause, and a noun clause.

- dependent adjective clause: - which can work twenty four hours a day.
- who can work around the clock
- depandant adverb clauses { seven kinds of adverb clausas)

-becausa production meets buyers’ demands
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- before the company installed robots
- dapandent noun clause: = that thay got married
- whather both of you made mistakes, etc.
The word that begins a dependent clause is called subordinating

conjunction.
